Mark 11:27-33
Heart Question:
What loss of control causes you to panic/stress?

Gospel Fact:
Jesus’ perfect authority liberates us from the need for control.

Mark 12:1-12

Heart Question:
Where do you try to dispense with God in your life?

Gospel Fact:
Because of the cross, you’re never more powerful than when you’re completely
surrendered to Jesus .

Mark 12:13-17
Heart Question:

Do you believe God'’s power ... his control? Do you treat all, including yourself, like
they are image-bearers?

Gospel Fact:
We are free from finding identity — ours and others — in what we do. Our true identity is
in what He has done.

Mark 12:18-27
Heart Question:
Do you put boundaries on the power and purposes of God?

Jesus’ perfect life, atoning death and all-powerful resurrection show us we can follow
him anywhere.

Mark 12:35-40

Heart Question:
Who is Jesus?

Gospel Fact:
Jesus is sovereign redeemer and servant King.

Mark 12:41-44
Heart Question:
Do you follow Jesus in a way that abandons self-reliance?

Gospel Fact:
The cross means Jesus is the only person on which we can truly rely.
